For purposes of the Supported Employment program, the VR agency
receives 90 percent of its funding through a grant from the U.S. Department
of Education. For the 2021 Federal fiscal year, the total amount of grant
funds awarded are $1,471,020. The remaining 10 percent ($81,723) are
funded by Texas State Appropriations.

For purposes of the Independent Living Services for Older Individuals who
are Blind program, the VR agency receives 90 percent of its funding through
a grant from the U.S. Department of Education. For the 2021 Federal fiscal
year, the total amount of grant funds awarded are $2,189,102. The
remaining 10 percent ($243,234) are funded by Texas State Appropriations.
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
