In 2001, the 77th Texas Legislature (Regular Session), passed House Bill (HB) 2593 (effective 19 

September 1, 2001), which authorized the Agency to adopt rules to establish and implement a 20 

pilot program under which the Agency’s three-member Commission would be authorized to 21 

provide adult technology training for certain residents of the state through:  22 

--competitive grants; or  23 

--contracts with other entities.   24

With the expiration of HB 2593 (expired September 1, 2005), Chapter 833 Community Development 26 

Initiatives rules are no longer needed and therefore should be repealed. 27 

 28 

The Agency hereby certifies that the repeal has been reviewed by legal counsel and found to be 29 

within the Agency's legal authority to adopt. 30 

 31 

No comments were received on the proposed chapter repeal. 32 

 33 

The repeal is adopted under Texas Labor Code §301.0015 and §302.002(d), which provides the 34 

Texas Workforce Commission with the authority to adopt, amend, or repeal such rules as it 35 

deems necessary for the effective administration of Agency services and activities. 36
